Many of us recall with great fondness our first service in the sanc-
tuary. On December 24, 1993 there were no lights in the parking 
lot and the drive was lit by luminaries. Inside, the room was packed 
to capacity as we celebrated the Incarnation in the candle-lit 
beauty of our long awaited sanctuary.  
 

The sanctuary is no longer new and it is time to focus our attention 
on some much needed repairs. There are two areas of immediate 

concern. The first is the large stained glass window in the east dormer. It has recently 
been discovered that the window has deteriorated to the point of being potentially dan-
gerous. This is not surprising in that the window is well over 100 years of age. As this is 
a safety issue it is imperative that we handle this situation as soon as possible. The 
second situation is that of a roof that leaks. This has been an ongoing problem for sev-
eral years and a number of attempts to repair the roof have provided only temporary 
relief. As you will have surmised these will be costly repairs. The Board of Ministries 
has obtained bids on both projects and will make recommendations at the June congre-
gational meeting on Wednesday, June 2 at 6:00 pm.  
 

As a first step toward dealing with these maintenance issues we are asking you to help 
us with our overall financial situation. As you will have noticed from our weekly bulletin 
the general fund is currently showing a shortfall of approximately $10,000.00. This does 
not mean that we are broke. It means that we are borrowing from other funds to pay 
current expenses. In an effort to be faithful stewards we are going to promote a special 
offering to “Bridge the Gap” between our current needs and what is available in the 
general fund. On Sunday, July 4, we will receive a special offering which will be desig-
nated in its entirety to cover the present shortfall. On that Sunday we will receive the 
regular offering during worship and the special offering at the close of the service in the 
same fashion as with other special offerings. 
 

We will conclude the day with a picnic and an evening of family fun as we celebrate our 
ministry and our nation’s independence! Everyone is invited to gather at the church at 
5:00 pm for a potluck style picnic. Meat and beverages will be provided but everyone is 
asked to bring a dish or two to share. There will be organized games for the kids (and 
the kids at heart) and at dusk our parking lot offers a great view of the City of Pontiac 
fireworks display so mark your calendars and make plans to join us in the celebration!
